Is this a scam?
“myGov: You’re return of $800 could not be processed due to insufficient information supplied. Please update immediately at:” then there’s a link.
My friend got this text the other day and was this close to clicking on the link. It’s just one of the many myGov scams going around right now.
We won’t ask you to sign in to myGov by clicking on links in text messages or emails.

Always access myGov by typing in my.gov.au into a web browser or you can use the official Australian Government myGov app.
